FIRST FRIDAY DOYLESTOWN:  BY LAWS

ARTICLE I:  LEGAL STATUS AND PURPOSE

Section 1 NAME
The name of the organization shall be First Friday Doylestown (FFD).

Section 2 INCORPORATION
FFD is a non-profit corporation organized and existing under the laws of the State of Pennsylvania.

Section 3 LIMITATIONS
FFD shall observe all local, state and federal laws which apply to non-profit organizations as in Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code. FFD shall be non-partisan and non-sectarian and shall take no part in the support or election of candidates for public office.

Section 4 PURPOSE
The purpose of FFD shall be to hold a First Friday celebration each month. This event will be free to the public. We see this as an evening of celebration of the arts. It is our intention to provide the local musicians and artists with venues to perform and exhibit. This event will not be open to outside vendors and will not be promoted as a commercial festival. It will be advertised as an event of good will towards the artists and the community. 

ARTICLE II:  MEMBERSHIP
Section 1 ELIGIBILITY
Any person, group or organization having an interest in the purpose and goals of FFD shall be eligible to apply for membership.

Section 2 APPLICATION
Eligible organizations or individuals desiring membership shall apply in such form as may be determined by the FFD Committee.

Section 3 DUES
Membership dues shall be determined by the FFD Committee.

ARTICLE III:  STEERING COMMITTEE

Section 1 STEERING COMMITTEE MEMBERSHIP
The Steering Committee will be comprised solely of volunteers.  There will be no compensation of any measure to the Steering Committee members.    

Section 2 MEETINGS
The frequency of FFD committee planning meetings will be determined based on need.  FFD committee members are expected to attend all First Friday events.

Section 3 ATTENDANCE
Committee members are expected to attend meetings.  Members who repeatedly miss meetings and events without reasonable cause and prior notice will be replaced.

ARTICLE IV:  OFFICERS

Section 1 OFFICERS
The officers of the FFD Committee shall be, at a minimum, a Chairman, Secretary and Treasurer. The officers shall be appointed by Officers and will perform the duties such as their titles, by general usage, would indicate, together with duties prescribed by these by-laws. Additional officers will be named based on current needs of the Committee.

Section 2 POSITION DESCRIPTIONS

1. The Chairman shall be the principal executive officer of the Commitee and shall supervise and control all the business and affairs of the Commitee. The Chairman shall be the official spokesperson of the Committee and an ex officio member of all committees of the Committee. The Chairman shall appoint the Chair and membership of all. The Chairman shall preside at all meetings and may have other duties required.

2. The Treasurer shall keep or cause to be kept, full and accurate accounts of the receipts and disbursements of the Committee. The Treasurer shall disburse, deposit and invest the funds of the Committee, keeping appropriate records for all such transactions. The Treasurer shall prepare a financial report for each meeting of the Committee.  The Treasurer may have other duties as the Board may prescribe. The Treasurer shall provide for an annual financial review.

4. The Secretary shall keep the minutes of the meetings of the members; shall conduct the official correspondence; preserve all books, documents, communication and maintain an accurate record of the proceedings of the Committee; shall keep all other necessary records; and in general conduct the affairs of the Committee as specified in the by-laws.

ARTICLE V:  FISCAL YEAR

The fiscal year of the Association shall be the calendar year.

ARTICLE VI:  AMENDMENTS
These by-laws may be amended, altered or repealed by a two-thirds vote of the membership of the Board of Trustees and by a majority vote of the members present at annual membership meeting or at a special meeting called for that purpose, if notice of the proposed alteration, change or amendment is contained in the notice of the meeting. Proposals for amendments shall be submitted to the Committee at least ten (10) days prior to the meeting at which they are to be considered.

ARTICLE VIII:  DISSOLUTION

In the event of the dissolution of this Committee, all assets shall be donated to a non-profit organization within Doylestown, PA as determined by the Board Committee.
